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The late Dr. W. Cecil Davis devoted over
forty-five years of his life to education, in the

fields of teaching*, supervising and administrating.
His judgment was largely responsible for the faculty

chosen to guide and teach our youth, and it was he who
approved the study curricula that is used by the faculty to

train the students and prepare them for later life. Through 
the youth of this community who enter our progressing society, 

his influence will be felt throughout the world. It is therefore
with honor that we dedicate the 1964 CONGRESS Yearbook to the 

memory of Dr. W. Cecil Davis.
