Because of the Regents 
Action Plan, new courses and rooms 
have been added. The first is the Word 
Processing Class.

Have you ever reached the point 
where you wanted to throw your type­
writer out the window? Have yu ever 
run out of typing paper because you had 
to keep typing the same page over and 
over? If so, stop by Room and see 
what a word processor can do for you. 
You will never look at typing the same 
way again. Even if you are not the 
world’s best typist, you can produce 
beautifully typewritten work if you 
know how to use a word processor.

An OHS Word Processing Room has 
been developed over the past two years 
to introduce students to the wonderful 
world of processing. In Room 311, there 
are 18 microcomputers which are pro­
grammed for word processing, two disk 
drives, and a letter-quality printer. Stu­
dents can quickly learn to operate this 
equipment—even if they have never 
had any previous computer experience 
or have limited typing ability. Word 
processors make it possible for students 
to avoid a great deal of frustration and 
save time when producing work—such 
as reports—because with only one or 
two keystrokes, it is possible to revise 
wording in a document and correct 
errors.
