MEXICO CITY (UPI) - The confirmed 
death toll from Mexico City’s twin earth­
quakes rose today to 4,5%, police said, but 
another newborn baby was discovered al­
ive in a shattered building where it had 
been shielded by the body of a dead adult.

The Mexico City News said a damaged 
building collapsed late Tuesday, possibly 
trapping dozens of rescue workers but the 
report could not be immediately con­
firmed.

The baby was pulled alive shortly be­
fore i a.m. from under the rubble of the 
maternity ward of the General Hospital, a 
complex where several buildings col­
lapsed last week.

Rescuers said the infant was apparently 
saved because it had been sheltered from 
falling debris by a dead body. The baby, 
whose sex and age were not immediately 
disclosed, was given oxygen and taken to 
a nearby hospital.

The Police Department announced 436 
people had been found dead or had died of 
injuries in hospitals in the previous 24 
hours, bringing the official death toll in 
last week's massive quakes to 4,5%.

Officials estimate another 2,000 victims 
are still buried beneath hundreds of build­
ings destroyed in earthquakes last Thurs­
day and Friday, which registered 7.8 and 
7.3 respectively on the Richter scale.

Civic officials reported that 2 million 
residents were still without water six days 
after the initial quake.

Work crews Tuesday began fumigating 
and demolishing buildings in the heart of 
Mexico City, a sign that authorities had 
little hope of finding more survivors 
trapped in the ruins.

Ricardo Ampudia, a presidential 
spokesman, said the fumigation was 
aimed at protecting the city’s 18 million 
people from disease.

Springsteen recently returned from a string of concert B 
dales across Europe after touring in Australia and Japan |H 
earlier.

He began the concert 40 minutes late with his pulsating, 
arm-pumping anthem. “Born in the U.S.A.,’’ a riveting bal- H 
lad about a jobless Vietnam veteran with “nowhere to run ... Bi 
nowhere to go.

Before intermission, he recalled a friend from his New 
Jersey youth who died in Vietnam, and exhorted fans to 
‘take a walk from that Lincoln Memorial on to the Vietnam 
i^eterans’ memorial, 
names of the dead and get an idea of the stakes you’re play­
ing for,’’he added.

“Next time there’s a war, whether it’s in Central America 
)r wherever it might be, you’re going to be the ones they 
.vant to go,” said Springsteen. “You need a lot more infor­
mation than you get on the six o’clock news to decide what to 
Jo....
