I. Required Materials

II. Expectations and Rules for Student Behavior
· Follow all Olean Intermediate Middle School rules.
· Students are expected to assume responsibility for makeup work missed due to an absence.  
· Students are expected to come to class prepared.  
· Students should see me immediately for extra help if needed.  
· Treat everyone with consideration and respect. 
III. Assessment and Grading
Grades will be calculated using a total points system.  All assignments including homework, quizzes, projects, and tests will be assigned a point value.  To calculate a student’s grade, divide the number of points a student earned by the total number of points possible.  
IV. Extra Help

I offer extra help after school.  Students should set up a time in advance and come prepared and be ready to work.  

V. Discipline Policy

Students will generally be verbally warned the first time that a rule or expectation is broken. The parent(s) will be called if the behavior persists.  A referral will be written as a last resort or for any major infraction.  
VI. Teacher and Parent Communication

Parents should feel free to contact me anytime by phone or email, if they have any questions or concerns. I also encourage parents to utilize the parent portal and my teacher website.  
VII. Homework
Homework is due the day after it is assigned. Revisions can be made on all assignments, and students can earn back up to all the points they missed on that assignment.  However, revisions are due within a week after the assignment is handed back.  It is important to know homework is considered late if it is not turned in at the beginning of class, and if late the assignment can only earn up to half credit.  Also, if it is not turned in within a week of the original due date, it is worth no credit.
